CALL TO ORDER

The Board of Regents of the University System of Georgia met by telephonic conference call on
Tuesday, March 2, 2010, in the Office of the Board of Regents, 270 Washington Street, S.W., in
Atlanta, Georgia. The Chair of the Board, Regent Robert F. Hatcher, called the meeting to order at
approximately 8:00 a.m.
